Week Ending Nov. 7, 2009

One save at Main Street abortion mill, Tuesday, Nov. 3: In the words of Gail Hoffman: 1(42nd SAVE since Oct. 2006): A white SUV parked down the street from the abortion mill & a counselor went to talk with the woman who drove it. She asked where she could get change for the parking meter. The counselor asked her if she was heading to the abortion mill. She said that she & her husband brought her daughter. The counselor warned her of the dangers & told her about the available help. She said that it was her daughter’s idea. The counselor told her that she never should have brought her daughter to such a dangerous place. She said she was going to go get change & the counselor could talk to her daughter who was throwing up in the back of her vehicle. She walked down the street & the counselor looked at the SUV & the father was exiting it. The counselor tried reasoning with the father. He basically said that same thing as the mother. He listened for a bit & then said that the counselor should talk to his daughter. The thin, pale daughter exited the vehicle still holding a bag since she was still sick to her stomach. Two saves at the 16th Street   Planned Parenthood abortion mill, Wednesday, Nov. 18: First save:    A young abortion minded woman came out and told me she couldn’t have the abortion that day because they couldn’t give her certain medication that she wanted.  She said she was going to come back Saturday again for the abortion.  I counseled her on the fly for four blocks and gave her a flyer and my card. I left her with some final counseling advice for her to choose life for her baby.  (Note: see below for what happened Saturday) .  Second save:   A young abortion minded woman came in with two older women.  She took a flyer and seemed interested in what I had to say as I counseled on the fly, but was blocked by the other women.   They all came out a little later and the young abortion minded woman again took a information from me.  It was obvious she did not have the abortion but would not take the bootees I offered.  They kind of left in a rush.  
Two saves at the 16th Street   Planned Parenthood abortion mill, Saturday, Nov. 21: First save:    An abortion minded couple came out. They had come very early, They told Elizabeth they were leaving without having the abortion because they now had second thoughts and were not sure what they should do.  Elizabeth gave them literature on help available and the abortion risks. Second save:   The woman, Ma’m, from Wednesday, came in again for an abortion but again left without having an abortion because they would not give her the medication she wanted/needed.   I again walked with her a few blocks trying to change her mind.  I gave her more literature.   This time she gave me her name as Christy.  She was going to go back to her ob/gyn for consultation.  She still seemed adamant about having an abortion but not as strongly expressed as on Wednesday.  I again advised her to choose life for her precious child and asked her to  call me which she has not done.  Pray that she lets her baby life.    
Two saves at the Jackson Place abortion mill, Saturday, Nov. 21: First save:   Vehicle approached to exit the south end. Since traffic was heavy this gave Counselor D. the opportunity to speak to the driver. He told her: "She saw the Cross and changed her mind." This statement is in direct response to the crossbearer who carries a Crucifix while leading the street prayers in the Rosary. Such is the "Power of the Crucifix!"  

Second save:   While the pro-life group was gathering in final prayer prior to departing the site, a vehicle was waiting for traffic to clear at the south end. Counselor D. again had the opportunity to speak to the couple. The driver said they had changed their mind. When the counselor announced this decision to the group, the young ladies from Holy Cross and Visitation gathered around the vehicle and with their youthful exuberance surrounded the driver and his companion in love, a love only young people can portray; the love that comes from innocence that knows no bounds.

Two saves at the 16th Street   Planned Parenthood abortion mill, Wednesday, Nov. 25:  Carolyn reported two saves whereby two separate couples that she briefly encountered before entering the abortion mill later came out of the mill and gave positive indications that they had changed their mind about having an abortion.   Further details not available.
One save at the Jackson Place  abortion mill, Saturday, Nov. 28:  Counselor D. reported that an older man and a woman pulled up at the south end from somewhere inside the lot of the 966 business complex and called over to the counselors asking for literature. 

Since the car did not come in via the south end entrance, it's assumed it drove by the large group of praying people including 5 young ladies from the Academy of the Holy Cross and "Signs by Albert" at the north end. He pointed to the "We are Here For You" and asked for it specifically. As counselor D. was explaining the dangers of abortion and mentioned that the resident abortionist had 2 deaths occur under his care, the woman asked counselor D. to confirm that she had heard correctly. Otherwise, the woman remained silent and disengaged, looking out the window away from the counselors. The man had tears streaming down his face. When given the Shady Grove Pregnancy Center's flyer, he nodded that he was interested in their assistance. When the vehicle left, it turned in the direction of SGPC. Subsequently an inquiry was made to the pregnancy center. Under strict confidentiality regulations specific information is not given. However, speaking in generalities it was known that the center had client appointments but there was one couple who visited as being a "drop-in", that is, unannounced. Under today's sport's parlance the term: "Under review" is frequently declared. This situation was evaluated in conversations and in prayer and it is confirmed to be the fifteenth save of 2009.
